About Cyclone FANI

The eastern coast of India is one tifie most
cycloneprone areas of the world, Odisha is
twice as vulnerable as compared to other
eastern States and it has turned out to be a
6di saster zoneo.
major cyclones in the last 50 years. During last
decade, the State has ted ore or other
forms of disasters like cyclone, flood, tornado
or drought every year. From 1891 to 2000, the
number of cyclones, severe cyclone and super
cyclones that has crossed the Odisha coast is
98, which is highest among all the easbast
States.On an average, five to six significant
cyclonic storms emerge in the Bay of Bengal
region every year. The months of April and
May just before the start of the monsoon, and
then October to December immediately after
the end of the monsoon, are the prime
seasons br tropical cyclones.

According to government records, Odisha
has witnessed a major cyclone in the month
of May only five times during the last 126
years. The state was hit by a cyclone in the
month of May for the first time in 1893
followed by 19141917nd 1981. The last time
the state experienced a cyclone in the month
of May was 30 years back in 1989.

The Extremely Severe
made landfall on the Odisha Coast south of
Puri on 3% May, 2019 and the eye of the
system was complely moved into land by
1000 hrs at the wind speed of 1785, gusting
up to 205 kmph. The wind speed of the storm
destroyed 5,08, 467 houses and uprooted 14
lakhs trees and more than 1,00,000 hectares
of agricultural land destroyed and people lost
their paddy crops due to heavy rainfall.

This severe cyclone devastated lives of 1.9
million people from 51 Urban Local Bodies
and 20367 villages covering 159 blocks of 14

districts of Odisha. Efforts made, resources
mobilized by State Government of Odisha
and have successfully evacuated more than
One million people to safer places to sav

than 200 km /hr has caused extensive
damage to the i
assets, such as water supply, electricity and
the weak louses of the poor rural and urban
communities.

The cyclone has damaged lmost all the
kuccha houses, polythene roofed houses, tin
and asbestos roofed houses in the area and
made more than 60% families homeless.
Agriculture and horticulture crops includm
orchards in 1.49 lakh hectares have been
damaged. The major source of tbme from
coconut orchards has been devastated
making more than 35% people out of their
livelihoods. The most vulnerable section of
the affected community includes the women,
the chidren, the elderly people and the
persons with disability.

high-speed winds uprooted trees andaused

extensive damage to infrastructure and
peopl eds
crops, cashew and coconut orchards,
casuarina plantations, vegetable cultivations
were devastated at a large scale incurring
heavy losses to the livelihoods of farme

Thousands of thatched kutcha houses were

a s xlhoods. Sumrder t h @dople ltoi wafer

destroyed, roofs were blown ff, and
collapsing walls crushed houses, rendering
many families  homeless.  Household
belongings were buried under the collapsed
structures, making daily living difficult to
manage. Rad communication, water,
electricity, and telecommunications were
disrupted due to uprooting of utility poles and
damage to electrical substations. The storm
resulted in blackout conditions in all of Puri
and Khordha, including the capital city
Bhubanesvar for the first days, with significant
disruption to cellular and data s&ice.

The success of the massive evacuation of
places by the state
governmentreceived worldwiderecognition.
But postdisaster, the real time situation and
the challenges faced by the affected
communities were still to be understood and
addressed.

Initiatives of AJSA during and Pre & Post of Cyclone FANI

With the warning of cyclone FANI from Govt.
of Odisha and Metrological Dept., AJSA
triggered into action with volunteers and

staffs. All the volunteers of AJSA were
informed to coordinate with local community

members for disseminating the warning
information and preparation for the pre and

post disaster. ASA has maintained regular
contact with OSDMA, SRC, and district
administration for proper coordination and

effective implementation of the proposed

programme of Govt.

Extremely seere cyclonic storm Fani battered
the pilgrim distrc t of Puri
Krushnaprasad and Brahmagiri are the worst
affected blocks, where Dalits and fisherfolk
constitute the majority population. Dalits stay
in small hamlets which are not at equipped to
sustain during natural calamities.

AJSA has condued a rapid needs
assessment to understand the ground
realities in 2 blocks of Puri i.e. Brahmagiri and
Kushnaprasad.Among all the villages of
Brahmagirj 15 villages of 4gram panchayats
i.e. Niyajpur, Chapamanik, Badabenakuda,
Rahadamala and 10 village®f 3-gram
panchayats i.e. Arkhakuda, Panasapada,
Pirjipur gram panchayats of Krushnaprasad
block are severely affected.

In aftermath of Fani, people Ist their shelters
along with their access to basic needs such as
water, and their ability to buy basibousehold
utilities to safeguard their health wellbeing
and hygiene. Adolescent girls and women
faced serious complications, especially
regarding their nenstrual hygiene. Lack of
water and shelter facilities, financial crisis and
podtamirkation of f@d’l anddrinking water and
what not, has given them little time to cope
up with their menstrual and overall health.
Due to road inaccessibility and poor
communiation networks, it is a big challenge
for the community to receive immediate
health care. An overall @6 decline of access
to health is reported.

Since there is chance of diseases outbreak of
health epidemic including communicable
disease, AJSA with itsefd presence in the
districts of Puri has come forward with a
primary mission of responding to disast
situation keeping the human rights of people
in general and persons with disability, women
and children in specific.
